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The Lora in  County  Metropol i tan  Park  D ist r ic t  was  estab l ished  in  1957 by  the  Lora in 
County  Probate  Cour t .  Under  the  prov is ions  of  Chapter  1545 of  the  Ohio  Rev ised 
Code ,  Lora in  County  Metro  Parks  is  a  spec ia l  d is t r ic t  operat ing  as  a  separate 
po l i t ica l  subdiv is ion  of  the  State  of  Oh io .  The  Metro  Parks  prov ide  res idents 
wi th  the  preser vat ion  of  open  space ,  conser vat ion ,  educat ion ,  outdoor  recreat ion 
programs,  and  fac i l i t ies . 

Funding  for  the  Metro  Parks  is  prov ided  pr imar i ly  by  a  1 .6  mi l l  county-wide 
proper ty  tax  levy.  Other  sources  of  income inc lude  grants ,  g i f ts  and  bequests , 
a long  wi th  fees  generated  f rom the  Forest  H i l ls  Go l f  Course ,  Sp lash  Zone ,  Mi l le r 
Nature  Preser ve ,  Amherst  Hea l thPlex ,  and  fac i l i ty  renta ls .

The Board of Park Commissioners 
is responsible for policy and fiscal 
oversight. The Director/Secretary is 
responsible for the daily management 
of the Metro Parks. The Lorain County 
Metro Parks staff is comprised of 81 
full-time and 17 year-round, part-time 
employees, supplemented by up to 212 
seasonal staff members in the summer 
months. Fourteen members of the 
Metro Parks’ ranger staff are certified 
Ohio Peace Officers. The rangers are 
responsible for public safety in the 
Metro Parks and are also assigned 
park maintenance and supervisory 
duties. Other staff members conduct 
educational programming and special 
event activities in the park district.
